Report 
The Area North Development Plan (ADP) identifies key issues and needs within the 
parishes of Area North over which the Council can have a significant role in addressing 
or influencing future service provision.   In particular key projects identified within market 
town community plans are included. 

The plan was approved in April 2007 by the Area North Committee, and a full copy is 
available from the Head of Area Development (North). A monitoring report is presented 
quarterly (July, October 2007, January, April 2008) to this Committee.   Reports from key 
partnerships, agencies and SSDC service teams are incorporated into the Forward Plan. 

The second quarterly monitoring report is included in Appendix A. 
 
Several areas of the plan are achievable by targeting existing resources of officer time 
and funding budgets, since their success depends on reviewing current policy and 
practice, or developing partnerships and networks. 
 
The attached report includes a number of abbreviations – which are explained below 
 

SSDC = South Somerset District Council 
SCC = Somerset County Council 
ANCSAP = Area North Community Safety Action Panel (part of the Mendip and 
South Somerset Community Safety Partnership 
EA = Environment Agency 

 
This report can give only a flavour of the numerous activities undertaken by SSDC to 
support local priorities and improve the health and wellbeing of the local area. Further 
information on any of the attached updates is available from the Area North 
Development Team, there are also numerous other reports received by the Area 
Committee throughout the year which describe how services are being delivered in Area 
North, and the actions taken by the Area Committee to improve and enhance this. 
Details of planned reports can be found in the Forward Plan at the end of this agenda, 
and all previous agendas and minutes are available. 
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Financial Implications 
 
None in this report - Some projects and areas of work are already funded through officer 
time, delegated budgets or grants to external groups, with clear outputs set.  Others may 
benefit from future allocations from within the Area Capital Programme, Area Reserve, 
Community Grants or Service budgets.
